One of his most famous
buildings in Barcelona is
situated in one of the
main avenues of the city.
It is called Casa Batllo.
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Casa Mila
(or La Pedrera)

Casa Mila is another of
Gaudi's well-known
buildings in the heart of
Barcelona. The nickname La
Pedrera, which means
quarry, was given by the
people at the time who didn't
like the singularity of the
building. It caused a lot of
issues before it was accepted
as a-historic landmark.
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Gaudi's motto was:

“If you want to go fast,

you have to go slow".
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Trencadis

Gaudi developed some of his
most famous techniques like
the trencadis, a kind of
mosaic made from broken
pieces of tiles.
