» The children will receive a slip in their reading diaries which will have
a BIG Chat for home focus: we will be working with this on a fwo_
week cycle. Week 1 is where we plan and discuss, as a class, and week
2 will be an independent write-up for the children so that we can
continually assess their growing ability o independently apply new
writing skills such as spelling, handwriting, sentence construction,
stamina and punctuation.
