SATs: What are the,y 7

» Reading Comprehension

» The reading test will be a single paper with questions
based on three passages of text, which become
increasingly more challenging. Your child will have one
hour, including reading time, to complete the test.

» English grammar, punctuation and
» spelling test (SPAG)
» (1 hour approx.)
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» 50 marks in total.
» 3 texts and questions -each worth about 15-20 marks

» The texts become more challenging in ferms of context, themes
and structure.

» Encourage children to text mark- to enable them to locate
information quickly.

» The last few years have had a focus on language, author’s purpose
and mostly inferential

» Need to build speed and stamina for reading.




SPAG test

» Consists of two parts: a grammar and punctuation paper
requiring short answers, lasting 45 minutes, and an aural
spelling test of 20 words, lasting around 15 minutes.

» Need a secure grasp of word classes, sentences construction
and types and punctuation () -: .,

» Words must be copied accurately and all sentences
punctuated accurately. (Classroom practice)

» Spellings -crucial

» Children will sit three papers in maths:

Arithmetic-30 minutes consist of fixed response questions, where children hd
to give the correct answer to calculations, including long multiplication and
division

Papers 1 and 2: reasoning, 40 minutes per paper

Papers 1 and 2 will involve a number of question types, including:

write effectively for a range of purposes and audiences, selecting language that
shows good awareness of the reader (e.g. the use of the first person in a diary: direct
address in instructions and persuasive writing)

in narratives, describe settings, characters and atmosphere
integrate dialogue in narratives to convey character and advance the action

select vocabulary and grammatical structures that reflect what the writing requires,
doing this mostly appropriately (e.g. using contracted forms in dialogues in narrative;
using passive verbs to affect how information is presented; using modal verbs to
suggest degrees of possibility)

place, pronouns, synonyms) within and across paragraphs

use verb tenses consistently and correctly throughout their writing

e use the range of punctuation taught at key stage 2 correctly (e.g. semi-colons,
dashes, colons, hyphens) and, when necessary, use such punctuation precisely to
enhance meaning and avoid ambiguity.”
